COURSE DESCRIPTION 

Computer Science is a design discipline that uses mathematics to deal with problems in the real world.

AP Computer Science 1 is a rigorous introductory computer programming course that addresses the requirements of the College Board's Advanced Placement Test.

We will be using an excellent curriculum developed by Mr J. L. Schram, a former College Board  test developer. I am extremely pleased with Mr. Schram's work and expect terrific results.


MATERIALS REQUIRED 

Be prepared to take usable notes. This means having pen, pencil and paper. 

TEXTBOOK 

There is no textbook as such. The curriculum is in electronic form. For now, Mr. Crouch's material is hosted at www.brazosmedia.com.

The software we use is all either open source, or otherwise freely distributed, which will be described on the website. 

HOMEWORK/RETEST POLICY 

Due dates will be posted on the calendar on my (publicly available) web site. The usual AP homework policy and category weights will be followed.

TUTORIALS AND MAKE-UP WORK 
Tutorials will be available before or after school.  The CS Lab will be open during Yale, at least some evenings every week.
GRADING 
This follows the policy for AP Courses.

Late work:  No late work accepted. Work is considered late if it is NOT turned in at YALE that same day.  We may consider extenuating circumstances.

Make up work:  Make up work is a separate issue and deadlines will vary with the length of the absence.

Grade Weights:  

•50% Test/Project

•50% Daily/Homework/Lab/Quiz (which may have various weights).

CLASS RULES/PROCEDURES 
Ordinary school rules will be enforced. "Norms of Conduct" and "Big Rules" will be posted on wall and on web site. Note that I assume the right to give zero warnings, and proceed to disciplinary procedures on the first incident.
