COURSE DESCRIPTION 

Webmastering II is our course title for Technology Applications Independent Study, a Texas state course intended as a major independent project course for students to study an area of technology. You will develop skills in research, managing a project, and typical written and web-based formats you will need to get your ideas across. You will also learn to deal with a client or committee.

MATERIALS REQUIRED 

You must bring paper and a pen, and a pencil every day. A usb memory stick will also be helpful for you to work on things at home.

TEXTBOOK 

There is no textbook. There is a manual available on the website, which for now is at www.brazosmedia.com.

HOMEWORK/RETEST POLICY 

There will be no specific homework assignments. The intermediate results ("benchmarks") and exercises and skills activities will be done in class. There will be no retests, but opportunities to improve or replace exam grades may be discussed on a case by case basis.

TUTORIALS AND MAKE-UP WORK 
Tutorials will be available before and after school. Make up work will be by arrangement. Policies for late work will depend on the assignment, but points will be taken off per day on "hard" deadlines. The gradebook will absolutely close each six weeks.
GRADING 
Grading will be flexible. No one grade will be more than 10% of your six weeks grade, but a certain project may involve multiple grades.


CLASS RULES/PROCEDURES 
Ordinary school rules will be enforced. "Norms of Conduct" and "Big Rules" will be posted on wall and on web site. Note that I assume the right to give zero warnings, and proceed to disciplinary procedures on the first incident.


COURSE OUTLINE / OVERVIEW
There will be several small activities and products to help build your communication skills and familiarity with specific tools and formats. 
There will be a teacher-designed mini-project to serve as a prototype. 

But the main work is toward your self-chosen project.

You will produce: 

    * A tech product of some kind.

    * A related paper document of some kind.

    * A web-based container or annotation.
The topic, scope, and terms of grading will be developed together with the student and other evaluator. 

The TAIS product should be a high quality finished technology-based product

    * that is rich in content, 

    * shows some complexity, 

    * some originality, 

    * and clearly required  at least 72 hours of work.
    * is legal to publish.

Collaboration is very much encouraged, but roles need to stay clear and each project has to belong to, and be the vision of, one student. All collaboration must be credited.

The final product will be suitable for commercial publication.
This means all art assets and content will either be original, or sources will be credited and all intellectual property such as trademark, copyright, etc. will be respected and (if necessary) permissions acquired as if this were intended for publication. This is non-negotiable, and it actually isn't very difficult.
